International Educational System "Rudjer Boskovic"

has become the CELI examination center (Centro d'esame CELI)

for taking standardized exams in Italian
We decided to start this project because we wanted to enable our students to obtain internationally recognized, life-long certificates at their own school, which would be very useful for them to enroll in a college in Italy, relocate, apply for a job in Italy or for a job that requires knowledge of this language and similar.

At the same time, we think that nowadays it is very important to have certificates of foreign language proficiency.
· Examination center
The Rudjer Boskovic International Education System is now one of the 324 centers in the world located on the website of the University of Foreigners in Perugia (www.cvcl.it). The Italian Ministry of Foreign Affairs recognizes this University as an institution that issues certificates of the level of linguistic competence when it comes to Italian as a foreign language. This certificate is also recognized by the Ministry of Education and the Ministry of Labor and Social Policy of Italy.
· Studies in Italy

The Italian Ministry of Education recognizes CELI 3 (level B2) as a certificate to the knowledge of the Italian language necessary for Italian studies in Italy.

· CELI certificate
CELI (Certificati di conoscenza della lingua italiana) is one of the most prestigious European language certificates in the ALTE quality system. The CELI exams (and certificates) are in line with the Council of Europe's European Quality Standards ALTE (Association of Language Testers in Europe) and CEF.
CELI (Certificati di conoscenza della lingua italiana) 
· Levels and examination deadlines

The CELI certificate is available in six levels (A1-C2) and the exams are held in three exam periods: March A1-B2, June A1-C2 and November A1-C2 Exams can be taken from the age of 16.
CELI per adolescenti exam exists in three levels (A2, B1 and B2) and is intended for students aged 13 to 18 and is held in the May exam period (5/16/2020).
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· Structure of CELI i CELI per adolescenti exams
Each exam is divided into two parts: oral and written.
The written part of the exam consists of three parts: reading comprehension, writing and listening. Exams last from 2 hours to a maximum of 5 hours at the highest level. The grades A (Ottimo), B (Buono) and C (Sufficiency) are transient. If a part of the exam is not passed (oral or written), that part may be retaken within one year. In this case, 70% of the total cost of the exam is paid.
Student exams are very well suited to their age and curriculum requirements.
· Preparation

The Rudjer Boskovic International Educational System is also the center for the preparation of the CELI exam (Centro di formazione). The preparatory classes for students are conducted through two school classes per week, for a period of six months.
Preparatory courses are also organized for external candidates.
· Admissions
