Attending preparatory classes for the ÖSD Language and Examination Certificate
This year students can also prepare for the ÖSD exam at different levels to obtain a German language certificate!
We decided to launch this project because we wanted to offer students the opportunity to have internationally recognized certificates of lifelong validity that would be very useful for them to enroll in German-speaking universities, relocate, apply for a job in Germany. Austria or Switzerland or for a job requiring knowledge of this language, etc.

The certificates obtained are internationally recognized and confirm the degree of linguistic competence when it comes to German as a foreign language and are in line with the Common European Framework.

Why did we choose the ÖSD exams?
The ÖSD exams consist of four parts and are similar in format to the exams that our students take when it comes to other foreign languages.

Within the additional German language classes, students will specifically be preparing for the exam in order to get the certificate.
FIRST AND SECOND GRADES OF THE PRIMARY SCHOOL

After additional classes for A1 entry level students will be able to:
· read and write German fluently
· introduce themselves and greet politely 

· spell their name in German

· ask simple questions and answer them

· understand phone numbers and prices

· they ask about the price

· order food and drink at the restaurant

· introduce their family and their friends

· describe what other people are doing

· list your favorite leisure activity

· they ask when they don't understand something
· have easy conversations with peers

· chat with their friends

· discuss school, leisure, family, etc.
After additional A2 level classes, students will be able to:
· understand simple discussions and interviews

· talk about their desires and dreams

· make assumptions in German

· formulate their opinions on various topics

· ask additional questions when they need help

· address other people to get their attention
· go shopping in Austria or Germany

· make suggestions

· write emails and messages
After additional B1 level classes, students will be able to:
· understand the paper or short presentation
· understand speakers who are native speakers of German and who speak at a normal pace in everyday situations
· invite someone and accept the invitation themselves
· arrange a meeting place with their friends
· retell a short story
· formulate congratulations in German on the occasion of celebrations and holidays
· talking about a movie or a theater play
· purposefully seek information in German texts
· recognize the differences in the speech of the Swiss, Germans and Austrians
· provide extensive advice and suggestions
· have arguments (for and against)
· ask more detailed questions about the arrangements
· express their views on known topics in writing
· describe simple statistics in German
After additional B2 level classes, students will be able to:
· interview someone
· express disagreements in German
· without mistakes and fluently describe the person or event with your friends for a few minutes
· formulate their opinions on more complex topics
· criticize someone
· formulate suggestions for improvement
· exchange learning tips with other students
· understand a long, authentic texts
· write semi-formal letters and emails
· write or tell their extensive biography

After additional C1 level classes, students will be able to:
· have a good understanding of radio broadcasts

· understand various television shows in detail

· prove their knowledge of the German language even in uncomfortable situations

· describe and characterize familiar persons in detail

· negotiate in German

· they almost always express exactly what they want in their own words in German

· understand almost all texts and listening articles on complex topics in detail

· Read and understand more complex texts without pausing in unfamiliar words
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
